My human mom, first noticed my budding talent the time I painted the kitchen in leftover chili, when she wasn’t looking. Chili is a nice medium to work in. It smells so good, I can’t resist rolling in it.
ABOUT THE PAINTINGS:

The paintings are done in non toxic acrylic and water. 

Some of the paintings have flecks of basil, oregano and curry added. 

I knocked the spices off the counter (when mom wasn’t looking) onto the wet paint, for texture. 

I use a special bobcat technique, called jump, drop and roll. 

Mom lays out the white paper and puts plates with the non toxic acrylic paint at different places so I can chose my own colors. I have a tin of water so I can wash off my paws or thin the paint. I love to play in water and paint!

The Bobcat technique is very specialized. 

I jump in the paint, jump around on the paper then drop and roll, in variations. Each type of roll produces its own affect. Just as human artist use different brushes for different affects I use different rolls or combination of rolls. Because I’m lucky enough to have escaped the fur farm, I wear my own fur, this allows me to be one big paint brush!
